(Sign and return with Junior Golf Application)

1)  Jr Golfers must be at least 6 years of age as of September to qualify for                
 Seedlings bracket and 8 years as of September to qualify for 4 holes.

2)  Seedlings and 4 holes must attend 3 Etiquette courses (provided during Monday’s  
3)  instruction) before moving on to 5 holes.

4)  Qualifying for next level will happen at the season ½ way marker & end of  
5)  summer season:
· Seedlings: Pass evaluation by Coach or one of the teaching Pro’s
· 4 Holers: Must shoot 3 rounds under 40 or 1 round under 30 
(hole out every hole)
· 5 Holers: Must shoot 3 rounds under 40 or 1 round under 30 
· (hole out every hole)
· 9 Holers 12 & Under Green Tee: Must shoot 3 rounds under 55
· 9 Holers 12 & older Combo: Must Shoot 3 rounds under 55
· 18 Holers 15 & Under Combo Tee
· 18 Holers 15 & older Girls White Tee/ Boys Blue Tee
(all junior week competitions will be played from the older age group tee boxes)

6) Junior must compete in a minimum of 2 Monday’s to be eligible for Club Championship.

7) Each Junior must have a Parent/Guardian with a minimum of 3 days volunteering for score keeping.
· Scorers MUST be a Fircrest Golf Club Member
· Scorers MUST know the basic rules of golf and its Etiquette
· If you cannot make one or more of your assigned scoring dates it is YOUR responsibility to find a Fircrest Golf Club Member as your replacement or your member account will be charged $50 per missed day.

8) Spectators MUST follow USGA spectator rules. Please no communicating with your Jr Golfer during play and you must stand 50 feet behind the playing foursome as to not interfere with the pace of play.

9) Always replace your divot or fill with divot mix
10) Always replace your ball mark and one other on the green
11) Keep push carts off tee boxes, bunkers & greens
12) Respect other Jr Golfers with positive comments
